Chapter 15  CORONATION DAY Questions (II Samuel 3:1-39)

In this next section of the book, we begin to focus our attention on lessons of leadership.  This week we focus on a decision that each one of us must make, and God Himself will not force it in violation of our free will.  Coronation Day means that a king is crowned.  Is the rightful king on the throne of your life?  Only you can make that choice, and this choice makes all the difference!
Redpath writes, “Similarly the Lord Jesus has only helped Himself to what we have offered of our lives.  Some of us, God forgive us, have offered nothing; though perhaps we wouldn’t be ready to admit it, we live in open rebellion against the King.”
Describe what you have offered to Jesus:
There is no authority powerful enough to force your life to yield to God the Holy Spirit who alone can give you victory, blessing, power, and usefulness.
What “life circumstances” has God used to get your attention?  Did you listen or harden your heart?
Now is the time for action!  It is time to say in your heart, “Down with Satan; up with Jesus as Lord!  Down with the usurper, up with my Redeemer!  Off the throne with sin and self, on the throne with my wonderful Lord!”  Oh, what a difference it makes to belong completely to the One who has never lost a battle!
What is holding you back from giving yourself wholeheartedly to the cause of Christ?

If Christ is not King, indisputably King, then Satan remains on the throne and you are a lost soul.  But if Christ is in supreme authority, then He will drive out every one of your enemies.  That simply means that the will of Jesus must be your will, the commands of Jesus must be your law, and the example of Jesus Christ must be your model.

If this is your desire, write a prayer expressing your heart to God:

Jesus Christ, I repeat, has never forced His monarchy upon any individual.
How does this impact the way we do ministry?
