Chapter 19  MORE THAN CONQUERORS (II Samuel 8:1-18)
Here David possessed, for the first time in history, the whole territory.  Not content with the bit that he held, David went out and methodically took possession of all that God had promised to His people Israel.  Why do you think David had to take possession himself?  Why didn’t God just give it to him?

What implication does this have for your life?  For our church?

What do you think God is calling our church to possess?

Do you know this glorious truth of the gospel as applied to your Christian life?  Your weaknesses, deficiencies, failures and sins, when handed over to the Lord, can be a source of blessing and power.  The Lord does not crush any of us, but He takes hold of all the weaknesses of our lives, snatching them out of the hand of the enemy and making them serve His own ends.  How is this true in your life?  How is God using your weaknesses and deficiencies?
There is no victory without a fight; take the initiative and trust the Lord for power.  The moment that God sees you doing that, He will work with you, in you, and through you, so that you begin to have complete victory as He has promised.  What battle are you currently fighting?
How are you taking the initiative to win the battle?

Any misplaced confidence in their own weapons of warfare had to be completely destroyed.  So David wrote, for instance, “Some trust in chariots and some in horses: but we will remember the name of the Lord our God” (Psalm 20:7).  Again the Psalmist wrote, “There is no king saved by strength.  A horse is a vain thing for safety: neither shall he deliver any by his great strength” (Psalm 33:16-17).
