THE MAKING OF A  MAN OF GOD - STUDY QUESTIONS:

Chapter 3: Souls in Conflict
1.  Saul and David had the same opportunities to experience the blessing of God. Why do you think David advanced and Saul declined?
Redpath comments, “That which marked the difference between these two men was what they did when they were alone.”  What private, personal disciplines are essential for having a public impact for God’s glory?
2. Redpath says early in this chapter, “Unless that decision for Christ is followed by a life directed by the Spirit of Christ, it is not valid, because it is direction, trend, progress that evidence a man’s destiny.”  Read 1 Timothy 4:15 – Paul exhorts Timothy to live and grow in such a way that “others may see your progress.” Here is the question: How are you growing spiritually? Where? What has the progress been over the past six months?
3. Redpath says that one of the reasons that Saul’s soul went into decline was that he allowed jealousy into his heart. Look into your own heart - is there any bitterness or jealousy that you are harboring? Rage? Anger? Envy?
4. Are there any relationships that you need to make right (Read Matthew 5:23-24)?  Any restoration with another person that needs to take place? If so, when will you go, take the initiative and as far is it relates to you, make things right?
5. As men, we tend to be independent and isolated. Read Psalm 62:7. What does this verse say about depending upon God? Now, read Psalm 18:6, Psalm 33:20, Psalm 38:22 and Psalm 54:4. These were the words of David. What do they say about being dependent upon God?
6. Is your spiritual life currently in decline or on the path to growth and development?  Describe where you find yourself spiritually today.
