THE MAKING OF A  MAN OF GOD - STUDY QUESTIONS:

Chapter 4: Souls in Harmony
1.  Who is the “Jonathan” in your life? Who is the “David” in your life?
2. Redpath says “Would you ask the Holy Spirit to make you a friend like that, to help you to cultivate in your life sanctifying disinterested, steadfast friendships? Oh, that the Lord might let us play a part in shaping and fashioning another life in the image of Jesus Christ!  Ask Him to make you a friend who will be to someone what Jonathan was, “a friend who sticketh closer than a brother.”  In such a friendship the great purpose of God in making us one in the body of Christ is fulfilled, for the Lord Jesus came “That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us” (John 17:21).  Let these thoughts be a challenge to us all, and perhaps a rebuke to some who are just no friends at all, but who stab in the back while they smile to the face.  So many a human heart has been absolutely broken because of the betrayal of a false friend.  
So, what kind of friend are you?
3.  Redpath goes on to say – “You cannot claim to know the love of Christ if you are one thing to a man’s face and something else behind his back.” This speaks to the issue of integrity, loyalty and honor. How are you doing here? 
4. Finally, Redpath says “As we are told in I Corinthians 13, love is forbearing and kind; love knows no jealousy; love does not brag, is not conceited; love is not unmannerly, nor selfish, nor irritable, nor mindful of wrong.  Love does not rejoice in injustice, but joyfully sides with the truth; love can overlook faults; love is full of trust, full of hope, full of endurance.  Love never fails!”
So, let me ask you, do you love like that?
