THE MAKING OF A  MAN OF GOD - STUDY QUESTIONS:

Chapter 5: Persecuted But Not Forgotten
1.  Redpath talks about a “gathering cloud” that surrounds David. He then says - Before going further I would pause to ask if you are facing something like this.  From one quarter of another the pressure on you is being applied until it has almost overwhelmed and broken you.  As far as you know you are clear of guilt; you have done nothing to justify the attack that is being made upon you, yet this cloud has gathered.  You saw it coming and tried to avoid it, but you could not; you find yourself in the middle of a cyclone, and there is no escape.  How real is the pressure of a gathering cloud!”
How does God want you to respond to the cloud/storm in your life?

2. Read 2 Timothy 3:12. What does it say about persecution and how it relates to believers?
3.  Psalm 121:1-8 (NIV) says  “I lift up my eyes to the hills--where does my help come from? [2] My help comes from the Lord, the Maker of heaven and earth. [3] He will not let your foot slip--he who watches over you will not slumber; [4] indeed, he who watches over Israel will neither slumber nor sleep. The Lord watches over you-- the Lord is your shade at your right hand; [6] the sun will not harm you by day, nor the moon by night. [7] The Lord will keep you from all harm--he will watch over your life; [8] the Lord will watch over your coming and going both now and forevermore.”
What does this passage do for your soul in the midst of the gathering cloud?

4. Finally, Redpath says about those who are in need of Gods help and strength - The help of God does not come to us when we are indifferent.  It comes to the man who is depending on God in the thick of the fight.  It comes to the one who tarries in the vision in faith.  It comes to the one who believes that he who waits upon the Lord shall never be confounded.  It comes to the one who rests upon the promises of the Word.  It comes to the one who believes that before he calls, God will answer.  It comes to the man who lives by faith as if in the actual possession of the answer to his prayer, although the enemy is still around him.
