THE MAKING OF A  MAN OF GOD - STUDY QUESTIONS:

Chapter 6: An Arrow from Heaven – 1 Samuel 20:11-42
1.   How do you see God’s protection in your life? Read Deuteronomy 23:14, Psalm 25:21 and John17:11. What do they say about God’s ability to protect you?
2.  Is there anyone in your life watching your back? How about you? Are watching someone’s back side?
3.  Redpath says,  “Has the pressure of some trial thrown you into despair, causing you to doubt God’s promises?  The fact that you are the Lord’s and He is yours seems to be almost irrelevant to the situation.  But He has brought you to this place just to teach you what it is to take your stand at Calvary, at your stone of destiny, and to wait: to be still and know that He is God.  In fact, that is all you can do.  The decision is out of your control; you can only wait for Him to guide. There is only one way to the throne, God’s great destiny for you.  There may be many alternative paths, but a false move at this point in your life could cause you to miss all His plan for you.  If you take things into your own hands and try to run the situation yourself, the result will be disaster.  You have to be still and wait, if God has shot His arrows beyond you.”  
So, let me ask, what do you need prayer for in your life right now, so you won’t take a wrong path or wrong turn? Will you share it this week at the men’s study, so we can pray for you?
4. Finally, Redpath asks us -  “Have you fully understood the cross?  It speaks of our access forever by the blood of his presence, but also of our availability, in the path of separation, for the plan and purposes of God to be fulfilled.  He has brought you in and sealed you as His own, but now He has shot the arrow beyond you, and He is taking you out.”
Are you willing to follow the cross, regardless of the cost, the separation and the death of whatever plans and dreams you might have had?
