Chapter 8 – The Making of a Man of God - Study questions:
THE CAPTAIN AND HIS CREW (I Samuel 22:1-23; Psalm 34:1-22)
Repath writes, “No self-satisfied man would ever come to Christ…”
What brought you to the point of seeing your need for Christ?  How did He break you of your self-centered life?
“I notice, too, that these men who came to David were discontented-embittered, disappointed, frustrated, restless.  How many such there are today, and yet how few of them seek refuge in the Lord who alone can satisfy their hearts!”

Where are the battle lines for the hearts and lives of men today?  What things are men giving their lives to that do not satisfy?  What holds men back from giving their lives to Christ?
My friend, you cannot be in both camps at once, and you are not on the side of your head, you are on the side of your heart.  Your body brings you to church, but where does your heart take you?  Where do your affections lead you, into what kind of predicaments?  What about your desires, your thoughts, your ambitions?  What about the real you?  In spite of school and training and church membership, which camp are you living today?  In your heart, are you in the wrong camp?  Or has there been a complete abandonment of the devil’s sovereignty in favor of the Lord Jesus Christ?
What explains your heart for the things of God?

What does it mean for Jesus to be your Lord right now?  What difference does it make in your schedule?  Your priorities?  Your use of your talents?  Your use of your treasure?

How is the Lordship of Christ changing the way you make decisions?

That is the plain issue!  If you are in heart distress, in debt to God’s law, discontented and unhappy, then believe in Christ and submit to Him.  He will train you, He will protect you, and one day He will reward you.
